Induction Check List
1. Black Duck Valley (BDV) management is seeking a firm commitment from riders to abide by the “Code of conduct” and “Guide to ride” (see attached).  Safety and Consideration of others will help the long term prospects and overall success of the park for years to come.

2. The level of consideration for safety on the park is to be kept at a high standard for riding and spectators on the park by:

a. Driving cars on Browns road and to designated car parks and camp sites only.

b. Riding of Motorcycles on The Link road, MX Tracks and Enduro Trails only.

c. Spectators not walking onto MX tracks or Enduro Trails.

3. Moto bikes in the car park and camp area’s are to travel in 1st gear only (walking pace). There is to be no wheel spin or wheel stands.

4. Moto bikes on the Link road are to travel in 2nd gear low revs (approx 30km/h). No wheel stands or wheel spin

5. The park has several tracks to suit all riders and these tracks will require different skill levels to negotiate each on safely and successfully.

6. The Park will be open 7 days per week with camping available each night.  Office operating hours are from 7am to 7pm each day. 

7. The Trails and MX Tracks will be closed individually for periods of maintenance between Monday and Friday.  

8. Track closures and changes will be noted on the white board at the sign in point

9. The park will be manned at all times with the prescribed number of staff to provide administration, first aid, recovery and track maintenance.

10. Riders will be assessed prior to gaining access to the advanced track and freestyle areas of the park. The assessment is aimed at insuring:

a. That rider has ample bike skills to negotiate advanced tracks

b. That rider is on the correct moto bike for the track

c. The correct PPE is used &

d. That rider has a sound knowledge of the above attributes

11. Bike stickers will be issued to advanced riders after being assessed to allow them access to track 1 and the freestyle area.    
12. Riders that have not been assessed will not be permitted to access advanced tracks and are not to attempt any activity that they are not yet capable of. BDV staff will monitor the park to advice riders is they are seen to engaging in activities beyond their capability.  Management reserves the right to evict riders that continue to neglect the advice of BDV staff will be evicted from the park.

13. Motocross tracks are to be entered and exited as sign posted 
14. Please let a staff member know if you encounter any hazards on the tracks or in the camp areas.

As a condition of entry to Black Duck Valley Moto Park (BDV), the registered customer attached to this entry form is a legal guardian or spouse of those listed.  He/she is the authorised person responsible for insuring that all persons accompanying them to the park abide by:

Vehicle Operation

1. All persons are aware and acknowledge that using a motor cycle and/or quad bike on privately owned land is a dangerous recreational activity. This activity could result in serious injury or death.

2. All persons signed into BDV are aware that every individual has a duty of care and acknowledge that his/her actions or inactions affect other customers and staff whilst on the park.

3. We acknowledge that the activities at BDV are independent recreational activities which allow personal freedom within the guidelines of the park regulations, state laws and as sign posted throughout the park.   
4. I acknowledge and will abide by all conditions of entry outlined in the contract, this entry condition, the current “BDV guide to ride” and state laws.

5. I declare that the safety and enjoyment of all at BDV is the highest priority to myself and those listed on my registration form.

6. I/We agree to operate all road registered motor vehicles within Queensland road laws. 

7. I/We confirm that all motor vehicles and motorcycles I/we operate at BDV are/will be maintained in a safe and proper working order in accordance with the manufactures manual for that vehicle.

8. I/we agree to operate motorcycles in discipline/s designated for that individual make and model of bike. 

9. I/We agree to wear a helmet at all times whilst on any motorcycle and I acknowledge the importance of all other PPE involved in off road riding.

Environment 

10. I/we acknowledge that BDV land area is home to many species of Plants and animals. I/we also acknowledge that BDV has several natural land features including Cliffs, Creeks, re-entrants, knolls, caves and dams.   

11. I/we agree to leave the above natural element as I found them and report any damage to the ground, plants or animals to BDV Staff.

12. I/we accept responsibility in identifying these natural hazards and risks. I/we will use our experience and skill, along with information provided by BDV to maximise safety whilst operating motorcycles on the park.

Facility Provider

13. I/we acknowledge that Black Duck Valley Moto Park, its operators, employees, contractors or owners (including its directors) will not be liable to us and I/we will not commence any claim or demand against Black Duck Valley, its operators, employees, contractors or owners (including its directors)
14. I/we agree to indemnify the Land Owners and Black Duck Valley Moto Park located at site 54 Browns Road East Haldon; its operators, employees, contractors or owners (including its directors) from and against any loss (including legal costs), or liability reasonably incurred or suffered by any of the persons via wilful, unlawful or negligent act or omission by me/us.

Code of Conduct

1. Speed Limits for Vehicles and Motorcycles

a. The main roads through the park “Diete Way and Browns Road” are 30km/h
b. All other car roads are 10km/h

c. The “Bike link road” is 1st gear slow (not more than running pace- less than 30km/h)

d. Bikes are to travel in 1st gear walking pace in car parks and camp areas.

2. Motorcycle Regulations

a. Helmets must be worn at all times when riding motorcycles/quads etc.

b. Aggressive racing techniques such as block passing, fighting for the best line and/or following in close quarters are prohibited at the park.

c. None registered motorcycles are only to be started/ridden between 7am and dusk.

d. Riding in camp areas and car parks is permitted only for the purpose of accessing tracks and trails.  Bikes are to travel in 1st gear at walking pace. No wheel spin, wheel stands, stoppies or destructive riding.

e. Children under 16 years of age must be under parental/guardian supervision at all times.

3. Vehicle Track Use

a. The main entry/exit gate is to be closed at all times

b. All other gates must be left as the signs indicate, or as found if no sign exists.

c. Always observe and obey all signs whilst on the park.

d. Cars are to remain in designated car parks and camping areas only. There is to be no cross country (4WD) driving on Black Duck Valley Moto Park.

e. All vehicle tracks and trails are subject to a Blood Alcohol level in accordance with state road law.

4. Camping Areas

a. Customers intending to party and play loud music after 8pm are to camp in the “Party Camping Area” located to the north of the park

b. Customers intending to have a quite nights camping are advised to camp in the “Quiet Camping Area” located to the South East corner of the park.

c. Generator noise is to be kept to a minimum at night and during early morning. (Not to operate before 7am and not later than 9pm). Consideration of other campers is to be taken into account whilst placing generators out for use.

d. Vehicle Movement is to be kept to a minimum in camp areas.

e. Low Beam headlights are to be used when driving through camping areas at night.

f. If arriving at the park after 7pm all customers are to set up camp in the “Late Arrivals Camp Area” (Located across Browns rd, to the east of the Party Shed). Please sign in the following morning. 

g. The “Late Arrivals Camp Area” is only available for one night.  You will be required to move camp after signing in to keep bikes off Browns Rd. (Sorry for any inconvenience).

h. Firewood is to be obtained prior to coming to the park or purchased from the office.  No trees are to be cut down and wood from our nabours creeks is not to be removed.

i. All fires must be attended at all times and fully extinguished when not attended.

j. All rubbish is to be placed in the skip bins provided at the office.

k. No rubbish is to be burnt in fires or left in camp areas.

5. Rain Policy

a. Due to the nature of the soil at BDV (black soil), the tracks and trails are physically not suitable for riding after 10mm of rain.  However; the soil does dry out fast and if the rain is only short showers the tracks will usually be excellent for riding the same day.

b. If heavy showers are predicted it is advised that campers either plan to stay or leave early.  Driving and recovering vehicles in muddy camp grounds damages the vehicles and our camp sites. So please consider your wet weather plan now.

6. General Conduct

a. Parents/Guardians must supervise children at all times

b. Pets must be supervised and kept under control at all times

c. Park Facilities and infrastructure are not to be damaged in any way.  Persons damaging park property will be evicted without warning.

d. Violence and/or abuse is strictly prohibited and will result in eviction and reporting to police as needed.

e. Firearms, archery equipment, chainsaws, fireworks or similar equipment is prohibited from BDV.

f. Vehicles and/or motorcycles are not to be operated by persons under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

g. Seatbelts and/or other approved restraints are to be used by drivers and passengers in all vehicles at all times

h. Passengers are not to be carried in/on the back of utilities or trucks

i. All instructions from BDV staff and management are to be complied with immediately

j. Local Police can and do patrol BDV property.

7. Breach of this code

a. Any rider, spectator, camper or contractor found at breach of this “Code of Conduct” will receive a warning and/or be evicted from the park.

b. In the event of alcohol related incidents BDV management reserves the right to remove any customer’s car keys as a duty of care.

c. BDV Staff may involve the local police in incidents that require police attention.

d. In addition to removal from the park, the patron shall forfeit any money paid and remain liable for any fees owing at the time of removal.  
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
